For ýve years, the Brooklyn and Curtis Bay Coalition has been working to 

restore the Polish Home Hall in Curtis Bay. We have made a signiýcant amount of 
progress and will be holding our ýrst Bull Roast on May 10 to raise funds to aid in the 

completion of the building and to give the community a glimpse at the renovations that 
have been made. 

Work is moving rapidly in the interior of the hall. The tin ceiling in the upper hall has been 
restored. Air conditioning is being installed and we have updated the bathrooms. Last summer we 
cleaned the exterior and years of dirt were removed, returning the brick to its original red color. 

For more than ten years, the Polish Home Hall in Curtis Bay stood 
empty after serving more than 70 years as a social center in the 
neighborhood. Acquired in 1925 by the United Polish Societies of 
Curtis Bay, the Polish Home Hall was once a place where Polish 
immigrants with an American dream could meet, dance and celebrate. 
For years the building served as a hall for weddings, union meetings, 
all types of celebrations and even included a one room school for 
members of this once strong community. The Polish Home Hall lost 
its function as a stronghold as the community changed and closed its 
doors permanently in 1996.

After years of deterioration, the Brooklyn and Curtis Bay Coalition gained the title to the hall in 2003, 
and have been working toward restoring it to its former glory ever since. The Coalition hopes to bring 
the building to life again as the heart of improving our community. When complete, the Hall will be the 
site of after school program, various training classes, and will include a renovated ballroom that will be 
available for rental for wedding receptions, parties, and other social events.

The bullroast will be held on Saturday, May 10 from 4pm to 8pm at the Polish Home Hall side yard 
located at 4416 Fairhaven Avenue. There will be great food, live music, rafþe prizes and more. We 
also have sponsorship opportunities available.
